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PREFACE

Cyprus, an island of exceptional geographical location, enriched by a history embracing a diversity of civilisations and cul-
fural accumulation, reflects all this onto the magnificent architectural heritage of the land. There is a lot to share with the world
here. It is "high time" for years of silence of its Northern Part to be broken; so a series of Gazimagusa Symposia were organ-
ised beginning with the year 1998. Since then, one of the most important coastal cities of the island, Gazimagusa, has host-
ed four symposia organised by the Faculty of Architecture of Eastern Mediterranean University in collaboration with the City's
Municipality. After the first three symposia at a national scale, the city has shared her experiences at an international level via
the first Infernational Gazimagusa Symposium 2004: "Medi-triology: time to speak" under the fitles of medi3ology: momentum,
metamorphosis, manifestoes. The series is continuing this year with the second international meeting called: Medi-Triology-2-
'CCC": Coastal Settlements - Culture - Conservation.

In this fifth event, the main goal is to emphasize problems and potentials of coastal settlements that possess rich cultural and
architectural values in the Mediterranean region. Within this scope, the Symposium aims to draw attention to the importance of
balance between conservation and development in coastal settflements within the Mediterranean basin as the economic , social,
and cultural development remain crucial for the sustenance of coastal areas. The first issue will be the planning and manage-
ment of coastal settlements offering spatial planning policies that promote economic and social development and ensure the con-
servation of nature, of areas of biological diversity, of historical and cultural heritage and provide easy access for the public to
these areas. Second issue is the conservation of the above mentioned values and sustaining them by introducing appropriate
measures in relation to cultural policies that will also facilitate the sustenance of local identity and social values. Within this con-
text the papers to be presented at the Symposium will be categorized under four main fitles: Planning, Culture, Conservation
and Renovation.

For the first time this year, two papers in English and three in Turkish will be selected to be "distinguished papers" and will
be announced at the end of the Smposium period to spice up the activities. The papers in English will be submitted for publi-
cation in the journal "Open House Infernational" and the ones in Turkish will be published in the journal of the Chamber of
Arhitects of Northern Cyprus.

Many people have made valuable contributions for the success of this academic activity where several issues have been
taken up for discussion and proceedings printed ; | would like to extend my deepest appreciation to all those wonderful people
starting with the members of the International Advisory Commitee, to the Scientific Committee, the Organizing committee, to
all the keynote speakers: Dr Gilsiin Saglamer, Dr Isik Aydemir, Dr Marcel Vellinga ve Gékhan Avcioglu and to all parties con-
tributing to the symposium with papers or poster presentations, to the Municipality of Gazimagusa, to the Rector's Office of the
EMU and the members of the Faculty of Architecture of EMU.
